It has been a very eventful few months since our last newsletter and, as communication to the broad fan

done an amazing job to put the consortium together from scratch and get as far as they have in just five 
months. They are in the process of providing the Football League with many details about the long term 
funding of the club that will enable the Golden Share to be returned to us. This share is essentially the 
official permission for us to compete in the Football League and to trade in the transfer market.  
 
Gary Sweet and Stephen Browne of LTFC2020 were both TiL Board members at the time David Pinkney 
put the club into administration, so we have always been kept in the loop on the progress of the bid and, 
even though they have now stepped down from the TiL Board to concentrate on being the new 
custodians of the club (also enabling TiL to remain independent), we will continue to work very closely 
with them. Do keep an eye on the 2020 website at www.2020mission.com as it will go live soon. You will 
be able to register your details so they can keep you updated. 
 
Trust in Luton was born out of necessity when the club was in the hands of John Gurney in 2003 and 
many members past and present played a key role in ensuring that the club survived and at the same 
time negotiated a ten per cent shareholding with the then new owners, Jayten Stadium Ltd. With the

however, our primary aim, and we look forward to supporting LTFC on a number of issues and 
representing the broad fan base.

Whilst we are all very disappointed to be back in League 2 next year, there are many reasons to be 
optimistic but we must also be realistic that there are a number of issues still to be overcome.  
 

The Football League and a possible points reduction 
Leeds United are currently challenging their fifteen points deduction in the High Court and that decision 
could be a key one for LTFC! Should Leeds win their case and receive some or all of their points back, it 
will improve our chances of starting next season at parity with other clubs but we have to accept that, as 
of today, the worst case scenario would be a fifteen point deduction. Bearing in mind that Rotherham, 
Bournemouth and ourselves are all in the same boat, the Football League clearly has a problem and we 
hope that they will realise that the ten points lost already, as well as the loan and transfer embargo, has 
already provided sufficient punishment to a club that is, finally, trying to do the right thing with new 
owners committed to building a highly professional organisation. 
 

The Team 
One of the cornerstones of the 2020 prospectus was that LTFC would be run on a sound financial footing 
and within its means. This does not mean that we have little funding, but that investment will be available 
to build the club and team properly, not gambled on a successful season or two. We should all fully 
expect Mick to re-build the squad for next season and this will mean selling players. Mick has been 
instrumental in building two great teams in the past few seasons and one of his great strengths is spotting 
and developing talent, so expect a team next year who are proud to wear the shirt and that will give 
everything for the cause! 
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Shareholding 
As previously mentioned, TiL fought hard to get a ten per cent shareholding for the fans and it is 
important that the fans have a say in the club through a shareholding. Even though Jayten usually stalled 
or ignored us when we asked for information that we were entitled to as shareholders, it was a key to us 
challenging the direction they were taking. We lost that shareholding when Jayten lost the club. The new 
owners, however, are proposing to offer TiL a one per cent share and should we want more we (the fans) 
will have to raise funds for up to an additional nine per cent. Clearly this is a big decision over which we 
would consult with members; it would be a significant sum, way in excess of money raised through 
membership subscriptions. Far from being disappointed, we fully support this decision as it is better for 
LTFC. Ten per cent of the club represents a significant shareholding and would, if not paid for, significantly 
dilute the investment of the new consortium. We would prefer the club to be as fully funded as possible 
and in any case, the rights afforded to a minority shareholder (less than twenty five per cent) are almost 
exactly the same whether they hold one per cent or ten per cent. 
 

Season Tickets 
We all understand the dilemma here. All of us want a successful club but we also want to pay a fair sum
